New Sociology Professors in Fall 2008  

 
Tyrone A. Forman.  Dr. Forman’s scholarly and teaching interests focus on intergroup 

prejudice and discrimination, American youth and public opinion, adolescent health and 

well-being, survey research methods, and African American fathers.  His work has 

appeared in leading social science journals including:  Social Problems, Journal of 

Health and Social Behavior, Du Bois Review, Youth and Society, Research in Political 

Sociology, and Journal of Studies on Alcohol.  His research has been supported by the 

Russell Sage Foundation, National Science Foundation, and the National Institutes of 

Health.  In 2003-2004, he was a Fellow at the Research Institute of Comparative Studies 

in Race and Ethnicity at Stanford University.  He is Chair-Elect of the American 

Sociological Association’s Section on Racial and Ethnic Minorities.  He also serves on 

the editorial board of Social Psychology Quarterly.  
 

Amanda E. Lewis.  Dr. Lewis’s teaching and research interests focus on race and 

education.  A native of San Francisco, she was educated in San Francisco public schools 

and received her B.A. in educational studies from Brown University, her M.A. in 

education for the University of California at Berkeley, and her PhD in Sociology from 

the University of Michigan.  Her book on how race shapes everyday life in elementary 

schools, Race in the Schoolyard, (Rutgers University Press, 2003) was featured on  

C-Span Book TV, and a number of radio and newspaper outlets.  She had two additional 

books published recently:  her edited volume (with Maria Krysan), The Changing 

Terrain of Race and Ethnicity (Russell Sage, 2004), and Challenging Racism in Higher 

Education: Promoting Justice (with Mark Chesler and Jim Crowfoot – Rowman and 

Littlefield Press, 2005).

A nominal 

registration fee of $25 is charged to help defray the costs of the banquet and proceedings.
